1.  At 11:42 a.m. Lynne Davis, President, called the meeting to order. 

2.  Approve February 2, 2009 minutes
MOTION:  Judy McMullen moved to approve the February 2, 2009 minutes as presented.  Keith Orr  seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
3.  Review Action Items from February 2 Board minutes:
a.  ACTION:  Justin Poll will purchase 8 $25 gift cards for speaker gifts, in order to have enough on hand.

Justin has not purchased the gift cards yet.  Keith stated he needs a minimum of 6 for the PDC.

b.  ACTION:  Keith Orr and Jerry Snyder will ask ASCPA for updated membership list.

Keith stated the ASCPA will not release their membership list due to their membership being overwhelmed with mailings.  The ASCPA will mention our conference in their April mailing to the ASCPA membership.

c.  ACTION:  Judy McMullen to contact Karie Tepper for left over certificate paper from last year’s conference.
There was no paper left over from last year’s conference.  Mary Adelman will purchase new certificate paper.

d.  ACTION:  John Schutter will speak to Lily Tram about writing an article on Accountability and Financial Management.
John has spoken to Lily and she will write an article on Accountability and Financial Management.

e.  ACTION:  Lynne Davis to contact Nationals at Leadership Conference in two weeks regarding expanding membership.  
Lynne will check at the SLM in May for information/assistance in expanding our chapter membership.

f.  ACTION: Lynne Davis to check with Nationals regarding notification requirements if the Chapter’s checking account balance exceeds a specified amount. 

Lynne asked others at a recent conference about the checking account, and they were not aware of the limitation.  Lynne will check at the SLM.

g.  ACTION:  Lynne Davis to bring audit paperwork to Devi Bala at the next chapter meeting, to provide to Paul Christensen to conduct the audit.

Lynne gave Devi the audit paperwork.
** NEW ACTION:  Lynne to follow up with Devi on the audit progress.

h.  ACTION:  Lynne Davis to send out two emails reminding members of the February 11 and February 25 meetings.

Lynne sent out the meeting reminders.

i.  ACTION:  Lynne Davis to send email to members to see if any members are interested in running for a Board position.

Lynne sent information on volunteering for the board out to members.

j.  ACTION:  Lynne Davis to send electronic copy of Bylaws to Kathleen Rogers.

Kathleen is reviewing/updating the bylaws.

k.  ACTION:  John Schutter to check with Josh Consier to see if he would be interested in running for the Director of Early Careers position.

John spoke with Josh Consier and will invite him to the next Board meeting.

** NEW ACTION:  John Schutter to invite Josh Consier to next Board Meeting.
l.  ACTION:  Devi Bala to send sample ballot to Lynne Davis.

Devi did not send the sample ballot to Lynne.

m.  ACTION:  Board members to email Lynne Davis with their desire and availability to attend the SLM and PDC.

Lynne received board members desire and availability to attend SLM and PDC.

** NEW ACTION:  John Schutter and Kim Prendergast to follow up with Jennifer Verua at AGA Nationals regarding volunteering at the PDC.

4.  Treasurer’s Report

Justin Poll, Treasurer, presented the December 2008 and January 2009 Treasurer’s Reports to the Board.  

Keith Orr asked if the Corporation Commission needs a copy of our audited financials.  Lynne Davis stated that the Corporation Commission does not require a copy of the audited financials.

Justin Poll stated that he does not think we are out of compliance on getting the audit completed because we have made our best effort to get the audit done.  

Justin Poll asked for clarification on if the board member renewals paid by the Phoenix chapter should include the CGFM renewal.  For ease of processing, Justin went ahead and paid the CGFM portion, but wanted discussion to determine if the intent was to pay it.  Also, Justin requested board members submit requests for reimbursement for AGA Membership renewal as soon as possible.
MOTION:  Ken Felthouse made a motion to in addition to paying the renewal for Board members to also pay the CGFM renewal fee.  Justin Poll seconded the motion.  Eight voted for the motion, one voted against, and two abstained (Dave DeStefano and Keith Orr).

MOTION:  John Schutter moved to approve the December 2008 and January 2009 Treasurer’s Reports.  Keith Orr seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

5. Committee Reports
a.  Education - Keith

1) Phoenix PDC, April 24, 2009 – Finalize Plans
a) Laptop for presentations
John Schutter has received one presentation for the PDC.  Dave DeStefano suggested posting the presentations on the web site after the conference.

Keith to follow up with presenters and coordinate with Jerry Snyder and Doug Haywood to get presentations submitted.

ACTION:  Lynne Davis to double check with Devi Bala to see if she is bringing a laptop to the PDC.

b) Pre-conference dinner
A pre-conference dinner will be held Thursday, April 23rd at 5:30 p.m. at P.F. Changs in Tempe for Board members and the speakers.  
c) Registration Attendees

Keith Orr passed out a list of registrants. 50 attendees have signed up so far.  Justin Poll stated it has been two weeks since he checked the P.O. Box, so there may be additional registrations there.  Ken Felthouse suggested that we send out reminders of the conference to the members.  It was noted that the ASCPA conference had approximately 320 attendees, and most registered in the last few weeks.  It was also noted that the ASCPA gets better attendance at conferences held on Wednesdays instead of Fridays.
Dave DeStefano asked if the presenters should be included on the sign in sheet.  It was determined that they should be included on the sign in sheet and identified as a speaker.

David and Justin are handling registration and participant lists.

Judy is preparing packets.

Mary is preparing name tags.

Lynne stated that Mary asked for nametags on the front of the packets.  Karie will send the template for the nametags to Mary.

Lynne stated that Board member registration at the PDC is waived.

ACTION:  Judy McMullen to send out reminder emails for the PDC in the next few days and right before the registration deadline.

ACTION:  John Schutter to put flyers out at the next AGA audio conference to remind attendees about the PDC conference.

d) Future conference ideas:

For future conferences, we will request email addresses from speakers, and send copies of the PDC brochures to the speakers.

Biographies for speakers will be limited to 500 characters or less so they do not have to be edited extensively for the brochure.

Next year we will get information for the conference out a month sooner.
2)  Upcoming Audio Conferences
Keith Orr mentioned that this Wednesday, April 8th is an audio conference on Auditing, one of our regular chapter meetings.  

On April 22, 2009 is an audio conference.  Lynne Davis explained this is by invitation only for the Board and a couple of people from ASU Financial Services.  Jerry Snyder is hosting the location and sponsoring lunch.

Keith Orr mentioned there is an upcoming NASACT-sponsored audio conference on GASB 54 on April 29th.  The board members present decided not to sponsor an additional meeting.
5. Committee Reports, continued

b.  Membership - Judy

1) Survey Response

Judy McMullen stated that 32 members have responded to the survey.  Judy stated there have been good comments including wanting more live speakers, with suggestions for live speakers.  Judy stated the group doesn’t want social activities but would like philanthropic ones.

Lynne will remind members at the next chapter meeting to complete the survey.

2)  Membership renewal

Judy stated she has not received any membership renewal information yet; however, the deadline was just this past week.

Justin Poll stated that he and Dave DeStefano are keeping a main RSVP list for attendees at chapter meetings.  At this point, they have about 180 names on the list.  Justin suggested contacting the nonmembers after the PDC to encourage them to join AGA for the new program year.
c.  Website – Karie/Elisa

Karie thanked Elisa for taking over the web site for the last three months, and asked for any changes to the web site be emailed to Karie.

d. Awards/Scholarships – Elisa 

1) Elisa and the Scholarship Committee picked three scholarship winners:  Aaron Gladstone (ASU), Michael Wagner (ASU), and Rene Villela Jr. (UofA).  The winners have been invited to attend the April 8th chapter meeting. 

2) Retirements of Jerry Snyder, Doug Haywood and Kathleen Rogers.

It was discussed that a Pioneer award was given out last year, and will be awarded again next year.  At this time a retirement gift will be given for these three individuals at the PDC.

MOTION:  Justin Poll moved to approve a retirement gift of an item to be determined with a value of $50 or less each for the three named retirees.  Elisa Gin seconded the motion.  It was approved unanimously.

(The three named retirees were Jerry Snyder, Doug Haywood, and Kathleen Rogers.)

ACTION:  Lynne Davis to obtain gifts, either from AGA or an appropriate alternative, for the three retirees, to be presented at the PDC.

e.  Programs – Dave

Dave DeStefano stated that 50 attendees have signed up for the PDC and 50 attendees have signed up for the chapter meeting on Wednesday, April 8th.
Dave mentioned that credits for unused meetings will not be carried forward to the next program year.  Lynne will make an announcement regarding use or lose credits at the next chapter meeting.

Dave will write an article on registering for meetings for the newsletter at the beginning of the new program year, include the data on the registration form, and give the information to Karie to put on the web site.

f.  Newsletter – Lee

Lee Pettit thanked everyone for submitting items for the newsletter.    Lee stated he will try to get the newsletter out sooner, and will bring a camera to the next chapter meeting to take pictures of the scholarship winners and a member in the spotlight.

g.  Community Service – Ken

Ken Felthouse stated he has a couple of ideas for Community Service.  He has an Eagle Scout who needs assistance with refurbishment of a playground at a church, and a Habitat for Humanity project which he could arrange.

Board members suggested events such as helping St. Vincent de Paul’s feeding the homeless, or assisting with Volunteer Income Tax Assistance.  A food drive for St. Mary’s Food Bank is also planned for the May 13th chapter meeting.

ACTION:  Lee Pettit to put Food Drive announcement in next newsletter. 
6.  Chapter Recognition Program
Lynne Davis asked the board members to preplan for chapter recognition events for next year for appropriate areas, such as CGFM, early career, and community services.  If we can see ways to do something ahead of time and prepare a plan, we can get extra points in the Chapter Recognition Program. 
7. Future dates of Board Meetings
The next board meeting will be May 13, 2009, at 1:00 p.m. after the chapter meeting at the Maricopa Community College District Offices Board Room.
8.  Other Items
Karie Tepper suggested that at the PDC registration table we should have a separate sheet to make a note if a name is spelled wrong, to capture the attendee’s name and mailing address to mail a new certificate.
Ken Felthouse suggested purchasing a printer to have at the registration table to reprint nametags and certificates.  It was agreed that Ken will purchase a printer for under $100 for the education committee.
