Several board members indicated interest in assisting with the education committee, including John Schutter, Lynne Davis, Justin Poll, and Kim Prendergast.

ACTION:  Justin Poll to pay Nationals for audio conferences prior to July 8, 2009.
4.  CGFM

Justin Poll stated that he learned at the SLM in Denver that free pens and flyers are available from Nationals at no charge to promote CGFM certification.

Kathleen Rogers stated that a couple of years ago she did a presentation on the CGFM prepared by Nationals which included sample questions.

Mary Adelman stated she will speak about CGFM certification in November, and reinforce it at the March meeting.

5. Treasurer’s Report

Justin Poll, Treasurer, presented the February 2009, March 2009, and April 2009 Treasurer’s Reports to the Board.  

Justin did not have information to review on the February and March statements, but wanted to discuss the April 2009 Treasurer’s Report.

Justin clearly identified expenses as PDC related on the April Treasurer’s Report.

Justin noted that $1,566.80 surplus was experienced on the lunch meetings.  However, less than $900 surplus was experienced on the PDC, due to a number of reasons including several 2008 expenses which were not paid until 2009 which consequently lowered the 2009 PDC surplus.  The actual surplus for the 2009 PDC was around $3,500 less outstanding parking expenses of approximately $400.  This $3,500 also excludes the 2008 expenses paid in 2009.  Also, food and room rental for the PDC increased.  
Justin noted that registrations were down and comps were up.  In 2008, there were 144 attendees with 12-13 comps.  In 2009, there were 113 attendees with 21 comps.

Justin noted that revenue was $2-3,000 less than last year on the PDC.

Justin also noted that we started the fiscal year with a beginning balance of $19,000.  He is expecting to start the new fiscal year with a balance of $12,000.  Justin is concerned that unless we can raise revenue coming in, we will not be able to sustain current budget trends such as travel, etc., as we will eventually run out of money.
Justin asked that we consider raising rates on classes such as Ethics or the PDC to increase revenue.

Contacting potential corporate sponsors was also mentioned.

MOTION:  Mary Adelman moved to approve the April 2009, March 2009, and February 2009 Treasurer’s Reports.  John Schutter seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

6. Future dates of Board Meetings
We will have a board meeting to discuss the upcoming program year the first week of June.

ACTION:  All board members to promptly forward your availability the week of June 1st to Lynne.
